I worked with a fourth grade student that lives in my town.  During our time together, we worked on review from the 4th grade such as division, multiplication, and word problems.  While working with this student we used a variety of learning strategies to solidify what the student was having difficulty with.  One of the areas that the student was having difficulty with was finding the common denominator.  I reinforced this procedure by the student learning the process through paper and pencil and through a website mathplayground.com.  Since the purpose of 674 is to use assistive technology, I have used this website in my classroom and found that my students found the site useful for learning.  Through the paper and pencil and video strategies, the student was able grasp the knowledge of finding a common dominator.   In spending our lessons together, the child was able to re-grasp the material that was taught in 4th grade thus preparing the student for this coming 5th grade school year.
